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Position Requirements

As the co-op representative, it was my role to act as the liaison between CS students and the co-op office. This required me to attend bi-weekly meetings with members of the Co-op office in their Barrington Street office, and weekly society meetings. 

The main requirements of this position is to ensure that co-op students are informed of deadlines and news from the co-op office, and that any questions/concerns from the students are addressed. This can be done in a variety of ways. I used email to reach large groups (all of the second years) when I needed to inform them about 

Other duties that you may have to perform include arranging meetings for the co-op office to come in and speak to your constituents, and gathering the necessary equipment that they will need for their presentation (overhead projectors, which you can rent from the A/V center on the second floor of the Rowe building).

Although appointed as Co-op rep, I also took the position on society as an opportunity to get both myself and fellow Informatics/Computer Science students more involved in society and events.

This position usually involved convincing enough students to come out to the weekly games. I also participated as a member of the Hackers 3-on-3 basketball team. 

Throughout the term, I sat on the Snowball Committee, and helped with the planning of the big event. The largest contribution I felt that I made towards this cause was coming up with ideas for awards, driving to pick up materials for the awards, and the actual making of the crafty awards. Being on committee, I also decided to attend my first Snowball, and again, was able to speak to many students and convince a number of them to come out to their first Snowball event.
